Reduce Speed

According to the NAME OF AGENCY HERE, the most effective safety tips for winter driving are simply to take your time and pay attention to your surroundings. Slow down for wet, snowy or icy conditions; when visibility is poor; or when conditions are changing or unpredictable.  
Using your vehicle’s cruise control can be a fatal mistake during winter driving conditions. NAME HERE OF WHICH AGENCY says turning off your cruise control and not exaggerating vehicle steering, braking or accelerating are other highly effective safety measures.

NAME (## seconds)
“You need to be in control of when your vehicle accelerates based on road conditions - don’t let the cruise control make a bad decision for you. Because snow and ice cause slick conditions, avoid excessive actions while steering, braking or accelerating to lessen the chances of losing control of the vehicle.” 
NAME says drivers should also allow additional room between vehicles. Slick winter road conditions often result in longer stopping distances. He/She says not to take chances when pulling out in front of approaching vehicles because the other driver may not be able to slow down and you may not be able to accelerate as quickly as on dry pavement.
Even when the pavement appears to be just wet, slow down when approaching intersections, off-ramps, bridges, or shady spots. These are prime locations for black ice — a thin coating of clear ice that can form on the pavement surface that may be difficult to see.

Safe travel around snowplows

Is it possible to make a snowplow disappear? Yes, according to NAME of the WHAT AGENCY. Snowplows can throw a cloud of snow reducing visibility to the point of concealing the plow. And even if you can see the snowplow, don’t assume the operator can see your vehicle. A snowplow operator’s field of vision is often restricted. 
NAME gives this advice for drivers who must take to the road while snowplows are operating.
NAME (## seconds)
“Don’t crowd the plow. Snowplows plow far and wide — sometimes very wide. The front plow extends several feet in front of the truck and may cross the centerline and shoulders during plowing operations. Don’t tailgate or stop too close behind snowplows. Snowplows are usually spreading deicing materials from the back of the truck may need to stop or take evasive action to avoid stranded vehicles. If you find yourself behind a snowplow, stay behind it or use caution when passing. The road behind a snowplow will be safer to drive on.”
NAME also reminds motorists that on multiple lane roads, snowplows operate in either lane. Traveling beside a plow for a long period is discouraged since the impact associated with plowing through a snowdrift or packed snow can move the truck sideways and into the next lane.
Speed can also be a danger when driving around snowplows. Plows travel much slower than the posted speeds while removing snow and ice from the roads.  When you spot a plow, allow plenty of time to slow down. To complete their work, snowplow maneuver in unexpected ways. Allows allow them plenty of room to operate.
